If none of those times work, we will also be available all day in the same location.  Your student can also accompany you if you would like.  



Early College Academy at MCC-Maple Woods
The part-time NKC Schools Early College Academy is open to all students entering their JUNIOR or SENIOR year of high school during the 2019 – 2020 school year.  Students who pursue this opportunity would attend MCC- Maple Woods for half of the school day.  Transportation will be provided for students who attend for the morning session only.  

Students engaged in Early College Academy are still considered full-time NKC students and are eligible for MSHAA athletics and activities.  Program access is limited to 50 students in the morning and 50 students in the afternoon.


Student Benefits and Outcomes:
· Students will earn 9 – 12 college hours/semester of enrollment at MCC - Maple Woods at NO COST to families (over $3000 value).
· [image: ]Students can choose from a morning 8 am – 11 am session or afternoon 11 am – 2 pm session.  
· These college courses will concurrently count toward high school graduation requirements AND toward a college degree
· These courses may be part of the CORE 42 that are transferrable to any publicly-funded 4-year college or university in Missouri
· Students can make substantial progress toward earning an Associate of Arts degree



Kansas City Construction Career Academy at MCC – Business and Technology

The full-time Kansas City Construction Career Academy is open to all students entering their junior year of high school during the 2019 - 2020 school year who meet the qualification standards outlined below. Students who pursue this opportunity will attend the MCC Business Technology Center full-time during their junior and senior years of high school. Students engaged in the KCCC Academy are still considered full-time NKC students at their home high schools and are eligible for MSHAA athletics and activities.
Student Benefits and Outcomes:
· Students will have the opportunity to concurrently earn their high school diploma and a full Associate of Applied Sciences degree in Building Maintenance and Construction in two years at the time of their high school graduation at NO ADDITIONAL COST to students or families (over $8000 value).
· The college courses taken at MCC – Business & Technology include core content that fulfill high school graduation requirements.
· Upon successful completion of the program, students will be eligible to be sponsored by one of the program’s partner contractors. The sponsorship will allow these students to start in the field, learning a skilled trade as a first-year apprentice, immediately earning a livable wage, and on track to earning the prevailing wage in their skilled trade (additional info on the back).
· These college courses will include several of the CORE 42 classes that are transferrable to any publicly-funded 4-year college or university in Missouri for students who choose to pursue a four- year college degree (additional info on CORE 42 on the back).
· Transportation will be provided to and from a student’s home high school.





Did you know?
With the implementation of the CORE 42, all publicly funded colleges and universities are required to accept general education credit from other public Missouri schools.  This ensures that credit earn at the community college will transfer in-state to public schools.  A comprehensive listing of exact course transfers, is here: https://bit.ly/2Ig5Ckd  

Participation in the Early College programs will save your family at least $3000 and could save you upward of $6000 if you students participates during their junior and senior years of high school.  
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
