* What advice would you offer to students wishing to enter this field?

* What are interests that you had/have that makes you successful in your career? 
* What are some of the essential hard and soft skills needed to be successful at your job? 
* What has been one of the most surprising parts of your professional career? 
* What is the best advice you ever received from a mentor that you would like to pass on?
